Every pool in Florida is required 
to have one of the following, 

but having more than one is best.

• An approved pool safety cover

• Child proof doors that lead to water access 
and lock them at all times

• A 4-foot pool fence completely surrounding 
the pool preferably with a self-closing gate

• Approved alarms on all doors, windows and 
fences with direct access to the pool

• Approved self-closing, self-latching 
doors with direct access to pool
